about the european architectural 
history network

The need for a network in the field of architectural 
history has long been felt among European schol-
ars and those working on European architecture.  
The idea of creating this network emerged from 
discussions held at the 2004 and 2005 meetings of 
the Society of Architectural Historians, as well as 
the 2005 inha / sah International Conference in 
Paris.

In late 2005 the European Architectural History 
Network was established as a temporary associa-
tion under French law, with the goal of preparing 
the foundation of a permanent organization.  An 
organizing committee with broad international 
and professional representation coordinates 
eahn’s current activities as well as the develop-
ment of by-laws and other details for the future 
permanent organization.

activities of the european 
architectural history network

eahn currently offers:

>	 A quarterly electronic newsletter. 

>	 A website which posts current organizational 	
	 announcements and the contents of the quar-	
	 terly newsletter in both html and pdf formats; 
	 offers an events database “Ongoing and Upcom-
	 ing” with international listings of conferences, 
	 lectures, calls for papers, exhibitions, study 	
	 tours, grants and fellowships, and other miscel-	
	 laneous events; and contains documentation of 	
	 the organization’s activities.

>	 An electronic mailing list to circulate informa-	
	 tion about conferences, exhibitions, calls for 	
	 papers, etc. 

>	 A biennial international conference.

>	 Tours to cities and regions of particular interest 	
	 for architectural historians led by local colleagues.
	
>	 Thematic groups on Eastern European 
	 architecture, judicial architecture, colonial 
	 architecture, eighteenth-century architecture, 	
	 urban photography and film.
